SOAKAWAYS

Form soakaways a minimum of 5.0 metres from buildings
and 2.5m from the boundary in free draining granular
type sub soils.

Size of soakaways to be subject of ground condition.
Minimum of Tm3 below the incoming pipe. Excavate pit
slightly larger than designed size. A 100mm base layer of
sharp sand should be laid in the base of the excavation.
All outer faces of the crates should be wrapped in
non-woven geotextile membrane. Install crates in
accordance with the manufacturer's details, The
soakaway should be backfilled using 100mm of pea
shingle all around the sides and above the top of the
crates. A further 400mm of the soil that was excavated
can then be filled back in and firmly tamped down.

Minimum ground cover:

500mm for non-traffic areas

600mm for car parks (less than 2500kg)
800mm for car parks (more than 2500kg)
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
